858-810-7007.  Å  City Council Member Lori 
Zapf has started a new Pacific Beach Outreach 
or Harassment group, Discover PB, which will 
focus on Garnet Ave., a bar district, to reduce 
unlawful and antisocial behavior.  Security 
guards will resemble police, and conduct a 
ñClean and Safeò program, sort of like 
downtown, except that homeless people will be 
hired to clean streets.  So, will the PB homeless 
be forced into La Jolla or Mission Beach?  My 
5.1 Regional Plan would have shelters in each 
and every community, for the homeless there.

CityBeat had one of its best editions ever on 
Feb. 1, with a wonderful pull-out-and-save 
Restaurant Guide, a lead editorial on sexism

Basic Dignity Coalition 
of Think Dignity:   

The Basic Dignity Coalition met, as usual, the 
first Thursday of February, Feb. 2, 6 PM, at the 
Monicker Warehouse, 705 16th St., upstairs, in 
the East Village of downtown San Diego, as 
guests of Think Dignity (formerly called the 
Girls Think Tank).  16 attended, including 2 
attorneys and 7 community leaders.  Å  The East 
County Homeless Task Force held 2 meetings 
recently, in an attempt to locate and outreach 
the homeless there.  Only something like 750 
have yet been identified, but East County has at 
least 20,000 homeless, all of them very well-
hidden, and I was once one of them.  Å  The 
Urban Collaborative Project is currently 
studying statistics of Southeast San Diego. 
District 4 had no Point-In-Time Count 
because it was determined to be too dangerous 
to do that.  Å  A presentation was made by Peter 
Brunell of the Center for Policy Initiatives 
(CPI).  The topic was called Making Ends Meet, 
and showed the number of people in San Diego 
County who were unable to come up with 
enough money to both pay rent plus pay for their 
basic needs.  CPI is a research and advocacy 
nonprofit.  Currently, over one-third of San 
Diego households cannot meet basic needs 
such as food, rent, transportation, etc.  The 
problem gets worse for those who have children, 
or are Black, female, Hispanic, or more than one 
of those.  Women are earning a lot less than 
men, except in Construction.  In Tourism, 180 
thousand families live in poverty.  In Retail, 150 
thousand families.  In Construction, 80 thousand 
families.  This is data for San Diego County 
only.  Data used came from the US Census 
Bureau.  Federal Poverty Level, based upon 
averages of the entire US, can be as low as 
about $1,000 per month, but San Diego 
Poverty Level is $2,300 per month, and that is 
for just one person, not a family.  Å  Be sure to 
read the letter from Think Dignity, as it mobilizes 
to meet the challenge of our times.  Planned is 
Education, Advocacy (Federal and Local), 
Highlighting stories, and Random Acts of 
Kindness.  Also a data-base of attorneys willing 
to fight for change.

San Diego Minimum Wage: 

What would be fair?  $15 an hour?  Probably not 
high enough.  If you plug in $20 an hour, there 
are certain benchmarks that get reached, 
though.  HUD estimated years ago that you 
need to earn $32 an hour to live in San Diego, 
and since then the amount has gone up. You do 
the math:  If a one-person studio is $1,700 per 
month, how much does that person need to earn 
in wages for that rent to be 30% of income?  If 
you make Minimum Wage, how much can you 
afford for rent, after first buying food, 
transportation, medical care and medicines, 
telephone and electricity, internet fees, clothing, 
furniture, and other expenses? What if you live 
on SSI, which is $650 a month, plus $200 a 
month Food Stamp money?  (The State of 
California gives SSI recipients their Food Stamp 
money in cash, because they probably need it 
for rent.)  The answer to some of this is that a 
fair Minimum Wage for San Diego is about $26 
an hour, provided that happens today, and not 
years down the road.   
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Should the FAKE Parking

Project Homeless Connect, 2017, was about 
the same as most of them, and I wrote about 3 
of them the past ten years.  Abuses of Human 
Spirituality, data collection which could get those 
submitting to this "phishing" blackballed for life, 
and waiting lists for housing that is not available.
